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Preface

The Solaris 8 (SPARC Platform Edition) Installation Guide describes how to use
Solaris™ Web Start to install and upgrade the Solaris operating environment and
related software on a single SPARC™ based system from a local CD-ROM drive.

This book does not describe how to install the Solaris operating environment on
networked systems or how to use the Solaris 8 Interactive Installation Program,
Solaris JumpStart™, or Solaris custom JumpStart to set up, automate, customize, and
perform the installation of Solaris on any number of systems in a large enterprise
network environment. These advanced topics are covered in the Solaris 8 Advanced
Installation Guide.

Who Should Use This Book

This book is intended for users and system administrators who want to install
Solaris software on a single system with Solaris Web Start, Sun Microsystems’
graphical, wizard based, Java™ powered software installation application.

How This Book Is Organized

This section describes the chapters in this book.

Chapter 1 defines terms used in this book and describes how to plan and set up for
the installation process.



Chapter 2 describes how to use Solaris Web Start to configure your system and
install the Solaris software.

Chapter 3 discusses how to back up and plan for upgrading a system and how to set
up, configure, and upgrade Solaris on a system. It also describes how to clean up
after upgrading a system.

Chapter 4 describes how to add and remove individual software packages after
installing the Solaris software.

Chapter 5 describes some of the problems you may encounter during installation and
provides possible solutions.

Appendix A provides a brief description of each software package included on the
Solaris 8 Software 1 of 2 SPARC Platform Edition CD.

Appendix B provides a brief description of each software package included on the
Solaris 8 Software 2 of 2 SPARC Platform Edition CD.

Appendix C provides a brief description of each software package included on the
Solaris 8 Languages SPARC Platform Edition CD.

CHAPTER 1

Getting Started

This chapter describes how to plan for and set up the installation of Solaris 8 SPARC

Platform Edition.

Note - Solaris software might be preinstalled on your system; see your hardware

documentation.

Terms Used in This Book

Before you get started, you must understand these terms.

A type of installation in which the Solaris software
is automatically installed on a system based on a
user-defined profile. You can create customized
profiles for different types of users and systems.

In a disk drive, the set of tracks with the same
nominal distance from the axis about which the
disk rotates. See also track, sector.

An application-layer protocol that enables
individual computers, or clients, on a TCP/IP
network to extract an IP address and other
network configuration information from a
designated and centrally maintained DHCP server
or servers. DHCP reduces the overhead of
maintaining and administering a large IP network.

The fresh installation of Solaris that overwrites all
the information on a system’s disk. See also
upgrade.

A new version (version 6) of Internet Protocol (IP)
designed to be an evolutionary step from the
current version, IPv4 (version 4). It is an
increment to IPv4. Deploying IPv6, using defined
transition mechanisms, does not disrupt current
operations. In addition, IPv6 provides a platform
for new Internet functionality.

IPv6 is described in more detail in “Overview of
IPv6” in System Administration Guide, Volume 3.

A browser-based environment in which
information, such as documentation, web pages,
and other content, is displayed as the user installs
the Solaris software with Solaris Web Start.

The smallest possible bootable Solaris root (/) file
system. A miniroot contains a kernel and just
enough software to install the Solaris environment
on a hard disk. The miniroot is the file system that
is copied to a machine in the initial installation.

A collection of software that is grouped into a
single entity for modular installation.

Software that automatically saves the state of a
system and turns it off after it is idle for 30
minutes. When you install the Solaris software on
a system that complies with Version 2 of the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency’s Energy Star
guidelines—a sun4u SPARC system, for
example—the Power Management software is
installed by default, and you are prompted after
subsequently rebooting to enable or disable the
Power Management software.

Energy Star guidelines require that systems or
monitors automatically enter a “sleep state”
(consume 30 watts or less) after the system or
monitor becomes inactive.

A data storage area on a disk, or sections of each
disk ring. A sector can usually hold 512 bytes.

A graphical user interface (GUI) or character user
interface (CUI) based, menu-driven, interactive
script that enables you to set up a system and
install the Solaris 8 software on it.

A graphical, wizard based, Java powered software
application that installs the Solaris operating
environment and other software on a single
system from a local or remote CD-ROM drive.
You can also run Solaris Web Start through a
command-line interface. Compare with custom
JumpStart and Solaris 8 Interactive Installation
Program.

A slice used by Solaris software to temporarily
store programs and data that do not fit into a
system’s memory (the programs and data in swap
are removed or overwritten every time the system
is rebooted). If the swap space is too small, some
programs might not run after installation. If the
swap space is too large, other files required for
installation might not fit on the disk.

The recommended swap size for the majority of
users is 512 Mbytes.

Note - If necessary, you can subsequently
increase (but not decrease) the swap space on a
system on which you install the Solaris software.

A concentric ring on a disk that passes under a
single stationary disk head as the disk rotates.

The merging of a new version of Solaris with an
existing version on your disk; upgrading your
system with a new version of Solaris saves as
many local modifications as possible since the last
time Solaris was installed. See also initial
installation.

A self-contained, graphical user interface-based
program that guides you through a specific task.
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Planning and Setting Up for Installation
Ways to Run Solaris Web Start

You can run Solaris Web Start two ways, as a:

m Graphical user interface, which requires a local or remote CD-ROM drive or
network connection, frame buffer, keyboard, and monitor

m Command-line user interface, which requires a local or remote CD-ROM drive or
network connection, keyboard, and monitor; you can run the Solaris Web Start
command-line user interface with tip (1)

command-line user interface are generally the same, with slight differences, as shown
by these examples:

If Solaris Web Start detects a frame buffer for the system, it uses the graphical user
interface, and if it does not, it uses the command-line user interface.

Installing
Solaris over the network involves setting up an install server, a machine on which an
image of Solaris software exists. This image can be transferred over the network to

other computers.

Setting up an install server and installing Solaris over a network are described in the
Solaris 8 Advanced Installation Guide.
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CHAPTER 3

Upgrading a System

This chapter describes how to upgrade an existing Solaris SPARC Platform Edition
system.

Note - Before using Solaris Web Start to update or upgrade a system, refer to the
Solaris 8 (SPARC Platform Edition) Release Notes and Solaris 8 Installation
Supplement.

Ways to Upgrade a System

When you install a new version of Solaris software on an existing Solaris system, you
can choose one of the following ways to upgrade the Solaris operating environment:

m Upgrade — This option merges the new version of the Solaris operating
environment with the existing files on the system’s disks. It saves as many
modifications as possible that you have made to the previous version of the Solaris
operating environment.

m Initial — This option overwrites the system’s disk with the new version of the
Solaris operating environment. You must back up any local modifications that you
have made to the previous version of the Solaris operating environment before
you begin the installation and restore the local modifications after the installation
is finished.

Frequently Asked Questions About
Upgrading
m How do | know | can upgrade my system?

You can upgrade a SPARC system provided there is a slice on the disk that isn’t
needed to upgrade that disk. swap is preferred, but any slice will suffice as long as
it is not located in any of the “upgradeable” root slices listed in /etc/vfstab

The size of this slice must also exceed or equal the minimum required size, which
is dynamic.

The minimum required sizes for the Solaris 8 Installation English SPARC Platform
Edition and Solaris 8 Installation Multilingual SPARC Platform Edition CDs are
shown in Table 3-1:

m Can | use the upgrade option on my system?

You can use the upgrade option if you are running Solaris 2.5.1, Solaris 2.6, or
Solaris 7 software.

To determine the version of the Solaris operating environment your system is
running, type:

$ uname -a

m Do | have to back out patches before | use the upgrade option?
No, backing out packages is not required.

m What if Solaris Web Start doesn’t provide the upgrade option, but the system can
be upgraded?

See Chapter 5 for information.
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m What if the system’s file systems don’t have enough space for the upgrade?

You can reallocate disk space with Solaris Web Start if the current file systems
don’t have enough space for the upgrade. Solaris Web Start attempts to determine
how to reallocate the disk space so the upgrade can succeed. If Solaris Web Start
cannot determine how to reallocate disk space, you must manually modify the
layout of the file systems.

m Can | automatically upgrade to another software group?

No. For example, if you previously installed the End User System Support
software group on your system, you cannot use the upgrade option to upgrade to
the Developer System Support software group. However, you can always add
software to the system during the upgrade that is not part of the currently
installed software group.

m Where does Solaris Web Start describe the local modifications that could not be
preserved?

» Before the system reboots: /a/var/sadm/system/data/upgrade_cleanup
» After the system reboots: /var/sadm/system/data/upgrade_cleanup

m Where does the installation program place upgrade log files?

» Before the system reboots: /a/var/sadm/system/logs/upgrade_log
m After the system reboots: /var/sadm/system/logs/upgrade_log

If you do not have a backup procedure in place, follow these steps to perform a full
backup of file systems on tape. Backing up a system and setting up scheduled
backups are described in more detail in System Administration Guide, Volume 1.

Adding Software With Solaris Web Start

This section describes how to use Solaris Web Start to add software to a system on
which you’ve installed the Solaris operating environment.

v To Add Software With Solaris Web Start

Note - This procedure assumes that the system is running Volume Manager. If you
are not using Volume Manager to manage diskettes and CDs, refer to System
Administration Guide, Volume 1 for detailed information about managing removable
media without Volume Manager.

1. Log in to the installed or upgraded system.

2. Locate the net image of the software you want to install or insert the CD that
contains the software you want to add into the CD-ROM drive attached to the
system.

If you inserted a CD, Volume Manager automatically mounts the CD.
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Note - If you insert the Solaris 8 Languages SPARC Platform Edition CD, Solaris
Web Start starts automatically.

3. Find the directory that contains the software you want to add.

Table 4-1 lists some of the directories on the Solaris 8 CDs that contain the Solaris
Web Start Installer and software you can add with it.

Adding and Removing Software With
the Product Registry

Purpose

The Solaris Product Registry is a tool to help you manage installed software. Once
Solaris is installed, Product Registry provides a list of all the software that was
installed using Solaris Web Start 3.0 or the Solaris package management commands
(pkgadd , for example).

The Solaris Product Registry enables you to:

m View a list of installed and registered software and some software attributes
m Find and launch an installer

m Install additional software products

m Uninstall software

How the Product Registry Works

The Solaris Product Registry main window, shown in Figure 4-1, consists of three
areas of information:

m Installed, registered, and removed software
m Standard attributes of the currently selected software

m Customized attributes and attributes internal to the registered software
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Figure 4-1  Solaris Product Registry Window

To view the items in the Product Registry, click the turner control to the left of the
folder icon next to “System registry.” Notice that the turner control changes from
pointing to the right to pointing down.

You can expand or collapse any item in the Registry except items that have a text file
icon to its left.

“Solaris 8” under “Software Installed in Solaris Registry,” as shown in Figure 4-2,
always contains two items: the configuration software group you chose when
installing Solaris and “additional system software.”

Software groups that can be displayed include Core, End User System Support,
Developer System Support, Entire Distribution, or Entire Distribution Plus OEM
Support.

The “additional system software” item contains Solaris products that are not part of
the software group you chose. Additionally, “unclassified software” contains any
package that you installed using the pkgadd command that is not a Solaris product
or part of the software group.
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Figure 4-2  Solaris Product Registry Expanded

Product Registry attributes appear above the “More Information” box. For product
items installed with Solaris Web Start, the Product Registry contains values for at
least Title, Version, Location, and Installed on. Items in an expanded list under a
product or software group inherit the version information of the product. You can
click an item to view its attribute values.

Sometimes an item appears in the Product Registry window but the corresponding
software has been removed with the pkgrm command.

In this case, the message “Missing files in one or more components” is displayed after
the “Installed from” attribute (see Figure 4-3). You can either re-install the software
by using the pkgadd command or you can remove it by using the Product Registry.

Troubleshooting

This chapter provides a list of specific error messages and generic problems that you
might encounter when installing the Solaris software. Some apply specifically to
Solaris Web Start, some do not. These problems usually pertain to booting a system
and upgrading Solaris software—the two main sections in this chapter.

Booting a System

Error Messages

le0: No carrier - transceiver cable problem

The upgrade fails for reasons beyond your control,
such as a power failure or a network connection
failure, and the system is left in an unbootable state.

CD, or from the network.

2. Choose the upgrade option for installation.

Solaris Web Start determines if the system has been

partially upgraded and will continue the upgrade
where it left off.

Problem

How to fix the problem

The upgrade fails because the installation program
could not mount a file system. During an upgrade, the
installation program attempts to mount all the file
systems listed in the system’s /etc/vfstab file on
the root (/) file system being upgraded. If the
installation program cannot mount a file system, it
fails and exits.
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Make sure all file systems in the system’s /etc/
vistab file can be mounted. Comment out any file
systems in the /etc/vfstab file that can’t be
mounted or that might cause the problem, so the
installation program doesn’t try to mount them
during the upgrade.

Note - Any system-based file systems that contain
software to be upgraded (for example, /usr ) cannot
be commented out.
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Problem

How to fix the problem

There is not enough space on the system for the
upgrade. See if you can fix this problem without using
auto-layout to rearrange space, by checking the
following reasons for the space problem:

Reason 1: Since the automounter is not active during
an upgrade, the installation program installs any
package’s files or directories that are symbolic links to
automounted file systems. If a symbolic link is
overwritten, the upgrade might fail because of
insufficient disk space.

Note - The /var/mail and /var/news  directories,
which usually reside on an automounted file system,
are not affected by an upgrade.

Reason 2: New software has been added to the
software group that you are upgrading or some of the
existing software has increased in size. During an
upgrade, the installation program installs any new
software that is part of the software group previously
installed on the system, and it also upgrades any
existing packages on the system.

Solution for Reason 1: During the upgrade, delete
software packages that will create files or directories
on the automounted file systems. Then the installation
program does not overwrite the symbolic link with
the files or directories in the package.

Solution for Reason 2: During the upgrade, delete
software packages that are installed in the file systems
that need more space. Especially look for any new
packages that have been added to the Solaris software
that you don’t need.
